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W A R N I N G

• 	 Single screen installation: 80” max size. 60kg (132lbs) max weight.
• 	 Dual screen installation: 65” max size. 60kg (132lbs) max weight.

• 	 Ensure that floor or wall surface is strong enough to support the weight of  
	 the fully-loaded AV/VC One and that the floor surface is flat and level. 
• 	 Do not install AV/VC One outdoors or in environments where it will be  
	 directly exposed to moisture or highwinds. 
• 	 Follow the manufacturer’s guidance for mounting of monitors, displays  
	 and other equipment. 
• 	 Please take care to avoid trapping fingers when installing or adjusting  
	 the product.

• 	 Clean with a dampcloth. DO NOT use solvents.
